Access Point Layout
When designing a wireless network, the placement of access points is crucial to the performance of the network. To provide a strong and continuous wireless signal to the building depicted in the floorplan below, drag each of the access points to a position on the floorplan so that coverage is provided to the entire building. Keep in mind that access points cannot be placed on top of walls, and must be connected to a wired network and have power (so, placing them in the middle of a room is not feasible). Note: You can use no more than the five access points available below to provide coverage. 
For the purposes of this assignment, each access point transmits a signal up to 250 feet. The outermost circle around each access point indicates its maximum transmission distance.
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
