EXAMPLE
Data Collection Method

After the informed consent has been signed, each subject will be provided with a manila envelope that contains the demographic questionnaire and three instruments, namely the Spiritual Perspective Scale (this is the only part of the survey included in this exercise), the Self-Transcendence Scale, and the Center for Epidemiological Studies Depression Scale. The researcher will remain nearby in order to answer any questions and to pick up the envelope upon completion.  It is anticipated that 30 minutes will be needed to complete the instruments.


The instruments will be checked for completeness, returned to the manila envelope, and sealed in the presence of the subject.  The subject will be paid a $10 stipend.  All envelopes will be kept in a locked file cabinet at the researcher’s home.  Upon completion of the data analysis portion of the study, all instruments and demographic questionnaires will be destroyed. 

Data to be Collected

The demographic questionnaire consists of six checklist questions including sex, ethnicity, education, support system, religion, and spiritual activities. Those questions containing fill-in-the-blanks for responses included present or past occupation, duration of illness, and current religious affiliation.  DELETION

Independent Variables.


There are two independent variables in this study, spirituality and self-transcendence.  Spirituality will be measured by the Spiritual Perspective Scale (see Appendix  ).  Self-transcendence will be measured by the Self-Transcendence Scale (see Appendix  ).   


Dependent Variable.
Depression is the criterion or dependent variable.  Depression will be measured by the Center for Epidemiological Studies Depression Scale (see Appendix  ).

Data Analysis

Instruments

Standardized instruments will be used to measure spirituality, self-transcendence, and depression in young adults in AIDS.  Two instruments, the Spiritual Perspective Scale and the Self-Transcendence Scale, are used because their content is related to Reed’s mid-range theory.  The Center for Epidemiological Studies Depression Scale to be used in this study is a widely used, well-known measure of depression.  All of the instruments have been tested for validity and reliability.

Spiritual Perspective Scale (SPS)

Developed by Reed and utilized since 1987, the SPS is a 10-item self-report questionnaire designed to assess spirituality.  Each response will be answered on a four-point Likert scale, ranging from 1 (not at all) to 4 (strongly disagree).

Reed originally tested the SPS on 400 healthy, hospitalized, or seriously ill adults of all ages. Women from lower socioeconomic groups and those with religious backgrounds tended to score higher on the SPS. Reliability, as estimated by Cronbach’s alpha, was consistently greater than .90.  Inter-item correlation ranges were from .54 to .60 across all groups.  Item-scale correlations were consistently above .60. Regarding validity with the SPS, Reed stated “Because the instrument performs similar to other spiritual perspective instruments, e.g. women score higher, the score correlates significantly with other SP-related variables like Hope and SWB, and because groups score higher on the SPS as theorized (terminally ill score higher than well, for example) – these are indicators of construct validity.” (e-mail, personal correspondence, 10/20/98).

Scoring of the SPS is accomplished by calculating the sum across all  10 items, for a total score that ranges from 10.0 to 60.0.  The larger the score obtained, the greater the degree of spirituality.
