In your opinion, does our criminal justice system today operate as described in the Due Process Model, the Crime Control Model or something else?" 

Yes.  I would say our criminal justice system operates more under crime control than due process.  
Crime control and due process are two different types of criminal justice. Police would rather have the role of crime control to get criminals off the street and to protect the innocent. The courts would rather have the role of due process model in the criminal justice and to keep going through legal procedures to ensure that the system convicts the right person. Taking in consideration, the US, the police lean toward crime control more and the courts lean toward due process. This causes tension between both.
I argue for both crime control and due process, putting more weight on due process. If we did not have due process in the US, people in positions of power, could manipulate the system for their own personal or political gain and railroad the innocent off to prison. For example, California prisons are overcrowded 16,000 inmates are assigned cots in hallways and gyms that the governor recently took steps of declaring a state of emergency in the system. The state’s prisons house holds 173,000 inmates far more than Texas, the next largest state prison system with 152,500 inmates and has an $8 billion budget.  According to crime control, we live in a state and value the right of individual who are off the street and punished.  Individuals of human history had been abused by the state according to the crime control model.  California jails are overcrowded and costly that the legal problem in the State of California approved lawmakers to send convicts to other states.
Both systems of justice share a common belief.  In my opinion, police brutality and the impact of the media on the public perception about crime one side argues for complete freedom and the other thinks that criminals should be aggressively pursued and punished. 
Race is an issue.  According to the due process model, law ensures that when the government, federal or state, decides to terminate a person right, that he or she will be given an opportunity to use his or her legal rights to defend his or her position.  Notwithstanding, our criminal justice system has more Latinos and Blacks than Whites in the system.  Race and poverty play a role in determining who gets arrested, who gets a fair trial, and how those convicted are sentenced. There is an increasing perception that we have in the criminal justice systems, separate and unequal: one for affluent Whites and one for racial minorities and the poor.   Constitution law states you are not guilty until proven innoccent.  I disagree with this.  I believe you are guilty until proven innocence.  
Finally, it seems reasonable for the media to argue that freedom gives more coverage to some crimes, and little or no coverage to other crimes.  When, in fact, all murders should be given equal coverage and this should be considered under crime control model or due process.  In this way, it would influence the public in a way that reflects the facts and the reality of the crime rates and statistics.  However, some crimes make headlines when others do not.
