Glossy, glam satin is the hot material of the moment. But in its current incarnation, this traditionally dressy fabric looks trendiest in casual items such as cargo pants. Here's how to get the right effect. Wear only one big piece of jewelry (earrings, bracelet or necklace) with your satin-centered ensemble. Any more is overkill. To balance out the sheen of a satin item, the pieces you pair it with should be simple, matte fabrics, such as cotton. Fit is extra important. If your satin clothes are too baggy, they'll look like pajamas, but if they're too tight, you'll look tacky. One new spring purchase you'll find is worth every penny: a crisp cotton jacket. When thrown over warm-weather outfits, it'll make your look more polished and pulled-together and keep your shoulders protected from too-strong AC. We love this one because details such as snap closures and a nipped waist dress it up, but since it's unlined cotton, it retains the easy-to-throw-on feel of an old denim jacket.
