Given: The mass of the electron is 

me = 9.10939 * 10 ^-31 kg. 

What is an electron’s momentum, if it is 

accelerated across a 6 mm potential difference

15.6 mV? 

Calculate using relativistic energy equations.

The answer is NOT.124 nor .0156 nor 126.3 

Answer in units of keV/c.
