Hi. Can someone please show me how to do the following problem? Thank you.

Consider a Galilean telescope, as illustrated in Figure 27-23, constructed from two lenses with focal lengths of 70.8 cm and -15.7 mm. 


(a) What is the distance between these lenses if an infinitely distant object is to produce an infinitely-distant image? (Include the sign of each answer.)
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(b) What is the angular magnification when the lenses are separated by the distance calculated in part (a)?
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
