Sample Case Study to follow:
Facts: Theodore Rosenblatt filed suit against the law firm that he worked for after they fired him. His suit claimed that he was discharged because he was married to an African American and that he was discriminated against. The firm filed a motion for summary judgment, arguing that he was alleging discrimination against his wife, not himself, and did not have standing to sue under Title VII for racial discrimination.

Issue: Should the court grant or deny the motion?

Decision: The court should grant the motion in favor of the law firm.

Reason: Theodore was not considered part of any protective class, which would rule out the fact that he was fired because of his race. Furthermore, Theodore does not become a part of a protective class because he was married to an African American. If Theodore’s wife was working for the firm, and discharged in relation to her race, she could have the opportunity to sue her firm under Title VII for racial discrimination. If there was any possibility that the court would rule in favor of Theodore, he would have to prove that his discharge was in direct relation to the race of his spouse. 

1. Facts:  Contract Classification:  High-flying Advertising, Inc., contracted with Big Burger Restaurants to fly an advertisement above the Connecticut beaches. The advetisment offered $5,000 to any person who could swim from Connecticut beaches to Long Island across the Long Island Sound in less than a day. McElfresh saw the streamer and accepted the challenge. He started his marathon swim that same day at 10 A.M. After he had been swimming for four hours and was about halfway across the sound, McElfresh saw another plane pulling a streamer that read, “Big Burger revokes.” Is there a contract, what types of contract is formed? Hint, Hint!!! Big Burger and McElfresh had a contract. The contact meets the four main criteria to be considered a contract, but the contract may be unenforceable because of the genuineness of assent because Big Burger revoked their offer. The contract they had was formal because the terms of the contact where in written form on the airplane banner. Their contract was also unilateral because the offer was phrased so that the offered can accept it only by completing the contract performance, which was completing the swim.

But by the modern day view Jason is bound to the contact and not able to revoke the offer since Sharith made considerable effort to fulfill the terms of the contract and therefore he should have to pay Sharith the $100.
