Using a combination basic genogram (nuclear family, parents, and children) and ecomap, depict how family (extended family would be environmental influences in your ecomap), community systems, social networks, multicultural, and societal factors have contributed to the development of this child's disorder(s), strengths, and coping skills. Include a few paragraphs to describe these influences and the relationships depicted in your ecomap.

Cany you utilize Social / Interpersonal areas of a biopsychosocial assessment in this process:

· Current living situation; who lives with the client; extended family. 

· Social-cultural background, ethnicity, religion, values 

· Relevant family history and family dynamics. 

· Relationship history; social skills; intimate relationships. 

· Economic factors, education level, occupation 

· Community involvement and support; access to services 

· Ability to relate to therapist in the session. 

· Strengths and resources. 

In addition can you utilize or construction a genogram and ecomap
 Futhermore can you develop a general treatment plan for this child and family that addresses the key issues (including a diagnosis), treatment goals, recommendations for interventions, who would be involved in various aspects of treatment, and resources that can be accessed to support the treatment goals, client and family. These resources may include the nuclear family members, extended family, community systems, social networks, multicultural and societal resources identified in your ecomap.

TIPS

Organizing of my  DRAFT paper is as follows and read the tips:

Case Description

• Provide a detailed case description
• Analyze the presenting issues of this case - Examine methodically and in detail the constitution or structure the details of the case

Family Factors: Use references to support your work for each factor in your case. Demonstrate analysis, synthesis, and evaluation in your work. 

• Give a detailed presentation about the family and how they may be contributing to the child’s illness (abuse, violence, mental illness, etc).

Social Network Contributions:

• Children and adolescents are involved in social networks. Go into detail about the network that you case has and how this may relate to his/her illness. For instance, bullying on Facebook could lead to depression. 


Community Factors:

• Your clients will be involved in school as well as other community agencies or churches so analyze this in detail. 


Multicultural Factors:
• Do a detailed analysis of how culture comes into play with respect to your case.


Economic and Other Factors:

• Discuss the economic background of your case/family and how that may impact the developing child.
• Discuss any other factors here that may be pertinent to your case.

Treatment goals:

• Have at least 2 -3 treatment goals for your case that you will be able to measure in some way. For instance, if the child is depressed, do a pre/post assessment with a standardized text.
• Make sure you have resources for the family to provide additional support. 
• Propose social networking resources in the treatment plan as well as explain the benefits of these resources for the family.
• Propose community resources in the treatment plan as well as explain the benefits of these resources for the family.
• Propose multicultural resources in the treatment plan as well as explain the benefits of these resources for the family.
• Propose economic resources in the treatment plan as well as explain the benefits of these resources for the family.
• Please Do not skip any of the above as they are each important.
