After reviewing the statistical information contained in pages 16–19 in the Thompson text, choose three of the points made. Take each point and discuss how and what type of deficits lead to that type of behavior. Discuss the cognitive, social and emotional components for each. Discuss what other difficulties might be present for an individual with the issues that you selected and what might have been done to prevent these situations from occurring in the first place.
After reviewing the statistical information in the Thompson (2006) text, I choose the following three points to discuss: attempted suicide, experienced dating violence, and used inhalants.
Attempted Suicide


According to Thompson (2006), between eight and nine percent of the students that participated in the survey, had attempted suicide within the past year.
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Experienced Dating Violence
According to Thompson (2006), nearly nine percent of students nationwide, had experienced violence (i.e., hit, slapped, or physically injured) by a significant other (male or female) within the past year.
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Used Inhalants
According to Thompson (2006), a little over 12% of the students surveyed had used inhalants (i.e., glue or some types of aerosols) to get high within the past year.
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
