Classroom Management is the key component in any educational setting. If students are in a safe environment, then learning can take place. This doesn’t necessarily mean punishing behavior problems but rather a combination of setting the tone in a class, preventing behavior problems with interesting and engaging curriculums and effectively including all students in the classroom so that their needs are met. Having the right environment for all students to learn is my major goal of implementing good classroom management--without it the students would not be able to learn. There are many different keys to classroom management such as ; a classroom management plan, room arrangement, classroom rules, classroom procedures and encouraging students.

Good classroom management allows the teacher to teach.  On the other hand, good instruction helps keep the class engaged and under control.  If students are interested, engaged and learning in a productive way, they will not have as many opportunities to become disruptive.  If there are clear rules and consistent consequences, the teacher will be able to implement lesson plans with less stress, and all students will have a better environment in which to learn.
