Instruction

Review the articles (Below) on information literacy. Then, write and submit a 700-1050-word paper critically analyzing the topic from a perspective that discusses scholarship, practice, and leadership. The paper should have an introduction/conclusion and should demonstrate the following components: 

1) An articulate comparison and contrast of the authors’ perspectives, building a greater understanding of each in the process. 

2) The synthesis of a minimum of one current, peer-reviewed external source into the comparison. 

3) Appropriate use of APA formatting and style, scholarly tone, and substantiated evidence from the literature. Student is expected to create an informed statement, not a personal opinion, regarding the subject. Essays should be written in third person, not first person. 

4) Add additional resources used

This paper is not a report on information This paper is not a report on information literacy. Rather, it is an exploration of how this topic influences scholarship, practice, and leadership within a selected discipline or industry (e.g. education, business, health care). Papers that do not discuss the application of information literacy within a discipline will fail to meet the requirements for the assignment and will be graded accordingly.
