VETERINARY ASSISTANT 
A Veterinary assistant can advance to the post of an associate Veterinarian with the help of three years on job training. The promotion to the next position depends on the qualifications of the person or the training he obtains. He can become a Veterinarian technician if he completes a two year Veterinarian technician program in an accredited university. He can also become a Veterinarian technologist if he completes the 4 year program for Veterinary technologist. In case the Veterinarian assistant is aspiring to become a Veterinarian he must graduate with a Doctor of Veterinary Medicine degree from a 4 year program at an accredited college of Veterinary medicine and should have a license to practice. Usually the Veterinary manager must be a qualified Veterinarian. To move from the position of a Veterinarian to that of a Veterinarian manager it is important to have a mentor. 

If he wants so become a biological scientist, he must get a Ph.D degree so that he can carry out independent research. In some applied fields, a master's degree is sufficient. Usually for a biological technologist to grow to a position of biological scientist there is a need for an excellent mentor. 

The movement from a Veterinary assistant to that of an animal care worker requires no formal training. On job training is considered sufficient. Each of these positions is meant for persons who love to work with animals.
