Potential Management Issuies:

-2 students are identified as emotionally disabled. Theyare in the general
education dlassroom for 2

class periods (Math and PE). They demonstrate *mikd” behavioralissues. For
example: easily distracted, impulsive with verbal comments, difficuly getiing
tasks completed. these are not verbally o physically aggressive.

- The overall lassroom has diffculty with transitions, following directions first
time asked, and taking others belongings (pencis, crayons, efc)

Current Classroom set-up:

‘The classroom functions airy well. There is a ot of movement going on in the
classtoom. Students engage in centers as wellas indepenedent aciiities at
their desks. The classroom is set up in pods of 3 with one group of two.
Students are assigned their seats by the teacher and randomly reassigned
throughout the year. As the classroom is the shap of a large square, there isa
erading center in the corner.In another comer is a wriing Genter where students
are free {0 use a computer and wriing instruments to create various forms of
writing products. The teachers desk is located offto the side.
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
