Campaign for an Intervention
     There is no limits to caring. Everyone deserves a safe home. I think intervention starts at assessing each person’s strong points, personal growth, and change. The concept of individual development involves the person in assessing progress for her or himself. Individual improvement is a constant process not a fixed point at which you arrive. Homeless people should be educated that most people in life face many crises at different stages of life. These predicaments can be seen as challenges to change, giving your life new meaning. Growth also encompasses your relationship with your family, friends, and community. To keep on growing, you have to be willing to let go of some of your old ways of thinking and acting so new dimensions can develop. 
     Deciding to change is a key factor in intervention. However, deciding to change is not a simple matter. They may wonder if they need to change or if the cost of changing would be worth it. It is common for people to have doubts and fears about making changes. In fact, it is a mark of courage to acknowledge our hesitations to change and our anxiety over accepting greater responsibility for our lives. It is no so easy matter to take an honest look at our lives and begin to live differently.
     The process of change begins when we are able to recognize and accept certain aspects of ourselves, even though we may not want to acknowledge some personal characteristics. Sometimes it is not possible to make a desire change, but even in these cases we have power over our attitudes. We can choose to how we perceive, interpret, and react to our situation. 

     Another form of intervention is to offer a safe and supportive environment for men and women who are transitioning into the community for a variety of reasons, Including: mental health, substance abuse or who are just in need of support to live independently. 

     For many of these individuals, it is a major step to greater independence. Advocating for financial support from management agencies like the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for new construction of building in places where homelessness is prevalent would be another intervention approach. 
     This plan would allow housing for homeless people in varies cities across the United States. I believe it is the obligation of our citizens to bring together important resources within the communities to provide help for t he homelessness within the community they live.


Persuasion is a very important factor in any type of campaign. Persuasion is the process of changing another party’s beliefs and behaviors towards a particular topic. Four elements of persuasion are the communicator, the content o f the message, how the message is communicated, and the target audience. Each element is very important in the campaign process.

The two elements of persuasion that will be discussed are the communicator and the target audience. As a communicator it is very important to be knowledgeable about the topic of the campaign. Communicators must make sure that they have good communication skills. A communicator’s skill can emotionally affect their audience depending on their level of skill as a communicator. Communicators have to affect the audience both rationally and emotionally. The rational side is the factual information regarding the topic. This is usually composed of mainly numbers and data. However, it also includes factual statements. (COMMUNICATION 518: THEORIES OF PERSUASION FALL, 2004)

According to the US Department of Housing and Urban Development, there are approximately 1.6 million homeless people living the US. This number is factual and will rationally affect people when the communicator wants to achieve his purpose of informing people about the situation. The communicator must also pursue their audience emotionally by describing the living conditions the homeless people must cope with. We have to inform people about the causes of the homelessness situation. These days, because of the situation of the country, it is very easy to communicate to people the reasons for homelessness. This includes the loss of jobs and homes. In many cases, homeless people get mentally affected by the sudden change of their lifestyle and are very emotionally affected. These people can get sick with strong emotions. In the current economic situation, we must explain to people that the homelessness is a cause of the economic situation of the country. Right now homeless numbers are increasing due to the economic struggles in our country. One of the main causes of this is the war that we are facing right now.
