The CEC standards and the NBPTS standards are guides for teaching each subject at each grade level. The CEC standards differ because they offer ethical principles for the special educator to follow. The NBPTS standards apply to all students-regular education and special education students. The special education student may not move through a particular standard as fast as a regular education student but the standard may still be required to be taught. The students need to take the same standardized tests therefore the special education student must have an IEP stating he may have special explanations, manipulatives or extra time but the standard being tested or taught are the same for both.
