The website I'm demonstrating is National Atlas' (Dept. of the Interior site) 'Map Maker'.   I linked the content found here to Cultural Ecology, one of the five themes of Cultural Geography.  The perspective covered is that of Environmental Perception.  Many tools are available for demonstration within Map Maker, I chose a demo of personal interest to me.  Click on the hyperlink or find this site at:

Click on the 'Map Maker' link 
In middle search bar under 'Zoom to state', select Minnesota
Within 'Map Layers' tab, expand 'Geology'
Check 'Earthquakes 1568-2004'
Click on the 'Redraw Map' button within Map Layers tab
Click on 'Identify' on top bar near 'zoom' buttons
Find & right click on the blue circle located at 45° 58' 21'' N/94° 42' 58'' W
Review the information pertaining to the Mercalli VI; Richter 5.0 quake that struck central Minnesota in 1860. 
Under 'Map Key', you can read more information pertaining to earthquakes & the Mercalli Intensity Scale.  If you zoom out on the map, you get a visual of Minnesota earthquake history in relation to the rest of the lower 48 states.  
I relate this demo to the third theme of cultural geography, that of cultural ecology and the environmental perception perspective.  The Human Mosaic states that "Some of the most productive research done by geographers in environmental perception has been on the topic of natural hazards", to include earthquakes (p. 17).  This was of particular interest to me because the National Atlas time span was so vast.  I thought it would be interesting to analyze how the 1860 earthquake in central Minnesota was perceived in comparison to a contemporary earthquake.  What cultural differences came into play when residents tried to interpret what had occurred?  How did the Dakota and Ojibwe interpret the 1860 earthquake?  How did this differ from the interpretation of the German and Norwegian settlers?  
Essential Question:  In the past, how did various cultural groups perceive natural disasters such as earthquakes? 
Cultural Ecology is one of five themes of cultural geography.
