Honeymoon Destinations Codebook Errata 

The following is a summary of the data file and data codebook errata for the Honeymoon Destinations case study. The Honeymoon Destinations Case Study Excel file contains the data described in the case: 91 observations, each representing one person responding to Honeymoon Destinations’ survey questionnaire (54 variables). This data corresponds to what is described in the Data Codebook that is part of the case, with three exceptions: 

· Variable 43 – The data codebook has a typographical error, with two items being labeled Variable 43. This must fixed, since this throws off the definition of all the subsequent variables. To fix this, the second variable 43: “How interested would you be in seeing price ranges for each resort in the video” has been omitted.

· Variable 53 – “How much would you be willing to pay to purchase this video?” is expressed in dollar amounts rather than in codes representing ranges.

· Variable 54 – “Which of the following categories includes your total expected family income for next year” has been changed to “Approximately what is your annual family income?” and is expressed in dollar amounts. 

The definitions in the Data Codebook in the case remain correct for:

· Variables 1-43 (labeled V1 through V43 in the Excel file).

· Variables 44-52 (labeled V44 through V52 in the Excel file).
