As you can see from the
above listings, the library has many of these journals.

PROQUEST. A useful electronic database at PCC for your assignment is Proquest. On the main menu
at the library computer terminals, click on “Periodicals and newspaper Indexes” and Proquest appears. A
short guide to using Proquest is provided in the library. Also, the reference librarians will assist you with
any questions.

Helpful Hint: Perhaps the easiest way to collect data for this assignment is to skim the Wall Street
Journal, the Los Angeles Times, Business Week, Fortune, or similar publications on a regular basis. If you
begin collecting data now, then with very little effort you will find that you have sufficient information for
the assignment. If you wait until the last minute to start gathering the data, it will be a difficult project.
