RIDGEBACKS TO CONQUER BELGIUM! 
Our love for the Rhodesian Ridgeback started in January 2003 when we met Tembo† for the first time (at that time he was an eight year old male RR owned by an acquaintance of ours). 
Excerpt: “The origin of the Rhodesian Ridgeback (RR) is the Southern African region. Also called “African lion hound” their original rationale was to track down lions and to keep these at bay in a pack of two or three till the arrival of the hunter. The RR is a large, muscular dog. The peculiarity of this breed is the ridge of hair which grows forward on his back. In 1922, a group of RR breeders set up a standard for Ridgebacks which has remained virtually unchanged ever since. The RR was registered by the AKC in 1955.”
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 Kenzo at the age of 7 months (August 2004) 

In April 2004, we acquired a 10 weeks old male RR puppy called Kenzo. Kenzo developed into a handsome boy with a special charm and is about to turn into a stunning, healthy and obedient show quality family dog. It is obvious that we have big plans for Kenzo. Our hope is that he will become the foundation of many RR’s to come… 

Excerpt: “The most conspicuous mark of the Rhodesian Ridgeback is a hair strip on its back ("ridge"), which originates from the hair growing in the opposite direction of the coat.” 

In July 2004, we got hold of a 7 weeks old bitch puppy called Zimba. Additional purchases of show quality bitch puppies are planned and we expect to have 6 RR’s by the beginning of 2005 (one male and five bitches). Since all our dogs will have different blood lines, breeding new RR’s will not be giving us any problems.

We expect to be ready for breeding good quality RR’s from 2006 onwards! It will be our aim to further introduce the species into Belgium and expect to become one of the leading RR farms in the country by 2010. 

Excerpt: “In 2000 the German Rhodesian Ridgeback breeders got problems in using dogs for breeding which were related to each other. Not to have enough different blood lines was a danger for the quality of the breed. Some breeders noticed the problem and tried to solve it by importing Ridgebacks with different blood lines from other countries.”
