Reasons for considering this resource to be of high quality:
authority: Site is produced by the National Institutes of Health, a respected U.S.
government agency.
objectivity: The NCCAM receives its funding from Congress and its mission is to support
research, to encourage career development, to inform the public, and to support the
integration of scientifically proven complementary and alternative health into traditional
medicine (according to the “About” section of the site). As a government agency, it does not
accept advertisements on its website. Its purpose is to disseminate unbiased information to
both the public and medical practitioners.
accuracy: From the site policies section: “Medical information presented on this site is
derived from rigorous research on complementary and alternative medicine. Fact sheets
produced by NCCAM are carefully reviewed by both NCCAM scientists and outside experts.”
The site also had no typographical or grammatical errors.
currency: Each page is tagged with the date of most recent modification. Most are very
recent, usually the current month and year.
scope: A full range of subject matter is covered, with material for practitioners, researchers,
and consumers. Print and multimedia information is included, as is information in Spanish.
