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Instructions for Extra Credit: Pre-test
With just a little effort you can get 10 points extra credit added to Public Question 1 if you:

· Score at least 50% on the quiz below.

· Pay attention to detail which is important in statistics:

· Read all instructions carefully (don’t wing it)

· Upload the one page question sheet (last page) via the assignment in Word (no other format). The assignment is called Pretest.

· Due date: end of 2nd week but sooner the better. 

Only upload the one page answer sheet which is the last page of this document (completed) and not the questions below.  Sending this by email is not acceptable since part of the test is to make sure you can upload documents (only upload the answer sheet, not the questions).

I do not give extra credit after the course is over so don’t miss the rare opportunity for extra credit.  Extra credit can sometimes help in borderline grade cases.

I do strongly urge you to complete this quiz even if you would not get the bonus of extra credit because the more important benefit to you is to make you more successful in this course by insuring you have the prerequisite math knowledge.  Here is more of an explanation on the course and math:

In general terms, this statistics course is about:

· Understanding concepts as represented by various equations.

· Applying these tools in business, research, and decision making.

· Mathematics

The last bullet (the math) in my opinion is not as important as the application of statistics to solve real world problems.   Of course, if you don’t know basic algebra then you will have trouble with the first two “bullets.”  You need to have taken successfully Math 107 or college Algebra.  Here is what the catalog states on the math requirements:

MATH 107 College Algebra (3)

An introduction to equations, inequalities, and absolute values and a study of functions and their properties, including the development of graphing skills with polynomial, rational, exponential, and logarithmic functions. Applications are also covered. 

You do not need to remember logarithmic functions but you must have a general knowledge of basic algebra. I cannot teach you “Math 107”...that’s just not possible. I have to assume you do have the basic knowledge as outlined in Math 107. This is where the pre-test comes in. You will get the extra credit if you score at least 50% but you really need to score 90 to 100% and ultimately be able to understand all of the concepts in quiz. You will be challenged enough with the equations/concepts and applying those concepts so you can’t afford to also worry about algebra. You must already have that skill prior to the start of the course and that’s why Math 107 is required. If you do well in this quiz then the math in this course should be easy.  If you do not do well then you need to dig up an algebra book or go to various web sites and review the concepts covered in the quiz.  A quicker way would be to get the following book (about 160 pages):

Succeeding in Statistics (Ronald E. Shiffler, Arthur J. Adams)

I checked on www.half.com and at least today you can get the book for $9 used. If you scored 90% or higher then don’t worry about the book. If you scored below 90% then be sure you review the concepts. As I said, I cannot do this in class because we have to concentrate on the equations and concepts. OK, here is the test on the next page.
