Question  :

It is claimed that a large corporation discriminates against its women employees in its promotion practices.  Over many years, the mean time before first promotion for its male employees has been 3 years.  A random sample of 20 females who had worked there many years showed a mean time of 3.8 years before its first promotion, with s=1.2 years.  Using level of significance of 5% see of the data supports the claim.
