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In this experiment, you will investigate the reactivity of primary and secondary alcohols
toward oxidation with sodium hypochlorite (bleach). There are three possibilities: 1) Only the
primary alcohol is oxidized to the aldehyde (or carboxylic acid): 2) Only the secondary alcohol
is oxidized o the ketone: or 3) Both alcohols are oxidized. It is your assignment to détermine
the structure of the product in this reaction.
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
