Action research project 

· Identify an organization that support ESL students

· Meet with a person from the organization to explain your research

· Identify a student- a volunteer to work with. Explain the project. Have them get permission from their professor for you to go to class with.

·  Meet with student to find out what they think problem is.

· Meet professor to explain research study, Ask about problem the student is having (interview)

· Go with student to class to observe the student and the professor (observation)

· Interview student about why you saw in the class observation. (interview)

· Think about what the problems are the student is having. Identify one to focus on.

· Go to the research to look for studies about this problem. Get some ideas for solutions. (literary review)

· Select one solution and discuss it with student. Have the student implement that solution. (Methodology)

· Continue to observe the classroom. (observation)

· Interview the professor to see if they notice any change. (interview)

· Interview the student to see if they notice any change. (interview)

· Summarize what change there is. That is the end of your study at that point. (result and conclusion)

Triangulating – Observation data- Observation for results- Problem- Interviewing for data- Solution- Research for data- Interviewing for results- Summary conclusion
