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When looking simply at the Scatter Plot, it is clear that there is a steeper trend/climb upward with regard to the number of property crimes that are occurring over the past 20 weeks in Precinct 1. While initially, there were more property crimes in Precinct 2 for the first eight weeks, a shift happens at week nine where there is an equal amount of property crimes between Precinct 1 and Precinct 2. After week nine, Precinct 1 begins to cross the divide and climb about Precinct 2. 
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Very steady upward flow with little change and more incline than Precinct 2.
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The Slope for Precinct 2’s regression line is 2.2278 and the intercept is 10.058.
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
