Notice that the VP of Patient Care Services only has a Bachelor in the Science of Nursing (BSN).   Management position of this level today require a Master’s degree or beyond.  

Kathy started out at the hospital way back when after graduating from a two-year (associate’s degree RN program).  She was an ICU nurse and then Assistant Director of Nursing.  When the Director or Nursing (DON) left, staff “voted” her into her new DON position while she quickly obtained her BSN.  She then transformed her position to that of a VP.  This is the ONLY hospital Kathy has ever worked at and it will be the only hospital she has ever worked.  She is in her late 50s and is ready to retire.

This is one of many flaws within the management structure of the hospital.
